o “Analyze how a modern work of fiction draws on themes, patterns of events, or character tropes from myths, traditional stories or religious 

works such as the bible.”  

 

o “Analyze the main ideas and supporting details presented in diverse media and formats (e.g., visually, quantitatively, orally) and explain 

how the ideas clarify a topic, text, or issue under study.”
